Further to my welcome letter which was sent to you in October last year, I am writing to tell you that official registration for participation in the session is now open. Attached you will find the registration form. If you wish to attend the session you should complete this form as soon as possible. Returning it as the form says, to me and to Yaacov Katz. The collegial abstract offer form is also attached. You must complete that form if you wish to take part in the peer review process which will enable you, if your paper is accepted, to present your work to colleagues during the session. The criteria which will be used by the review panel are clearly set out on the form. Once you have registered your attendance and submitted your paper abstract for review, you may wish to apply for financial assistance from the ISREV hardship fund. Only those members whose papers have been accepted will be eligible to receive support from the fund and although you will not know the outcome of your paper until later in the year, we do ask you to complete and return the hardship form if you wish to be considered. Grants are only normally given to members from Eastern Europe or Africa who can demonstrate real hardship. 

ISREV reception will commence from 4pm on Sunday, July 29. The first official event will be the Sunday evening meal, and the last event will be lunch on Friday, August 3.  Please arrange your arrival and departure times so as to be present for the entire session. 
The closing date for the reception of collegial abstract offer forms and hardship forms will be Monday, July 25, 2011.  Although it is not necessary to present a paper in order to register for the session, priority will be given to members who wish to present their research. Registration will continue after the close of the collegial/hardship period on July 25 and will continue until the conference centre and its facilities are full. All of these forms plus my original welcome letter from October 2010 may also be consulted on our website (www.isrev.org)  I am looking forward to receiving your response as soon as possible, and to welcoming you in person when we meet in Turku.
