Dear ISREV Member/Associate Member,
It is my pleasure to invite you to attend the eighteenth session of ISREV which will be held in Turku, Finland, Sunday, July 29 through Friday, August 3, 2012.  The Local Planning Committee chaired by Arto Kallioniemi is busily at work formulating arrangements for an academically stimulating and interpersonally enriching program.  The purpose of this letter is to give you some details about the meeting, and to remind you to note the dates.  The official registration form will be sent later as will the invitation to submit an offer form for collegial papers and symposia.
The main theme of ISREV XVIII is, “Respecting History and Remembrance in Religious Education Research.”  As usual, the seminar will consist of plenary papers, collegial papers and symposia.

There will be five plenary papers presented by invited speakers.  These will be selected by the Program Committee.  Collegial papers will be subject to a review process which will be carried out by the Program Committee.  Collegial papers may be presented on any subject appropriate to the general aims of the Seminar and do not have to specifically address the main theme of ISREV XVIII.  However, if the subject of the proposed collegial paper is relevant to the main theme, it will be possible to have the paper reviewed for the book publication that is intended to result from the Seminar.  Registration forms, Collegial Abstract Submission forms, and Hardship Application forms will be sent to all full and associate members on Monday, March 28, 2011.  The closing date for reception of Collegial Abstract forms will be Monday, July 25, 2011.
For those who are interested in forming a symposium, please note that it is expected to consist of at least four related collegial paper presentations of ISREV members.  The theme of symposia should be appropriate to the overall interests of the Seminar.  Any ISREV member can be the initiator of a symposium.  The initiator should invite other members or associate members to contribute to the symposium and collect the abstracts of collegial papers that will together constitute the symposium.  This set of abstracts should then be presented to the Program Committee for approval.
We look forward to receiving your Collegial Paper and Symposia submissions on the official forms in due course. The July 25, 2011 deadline for submissions of the proposal forms and the later deadline for submission of the full text of your paper will be announced on the website.  As well, reminder messages will be sent to the membership by e-mail.
Given below is some preliminary information about location, accommodations, and costs.

Location and Accommodation

The main venue for the 2012 ISREV meeting will be The Turku Christian Institute.  Overflow registration will be accommodated at a nearby hotel from which transportation will be provided to and  from the meeting site.  The Turku Christian Institute provides single and double rooms with private bathrooms.  Some rooms have small kitchenettes.  The Institute is located about 5 kilometers from the center of town in a park-like setting and is easily accessible by train, bus, and taxi.
